FEES FOR SERVICES
Caruthersville Public Library has as its mission the provision of free and open access to information in varied formats. All services are paid for by local taxpayers, supplemented by funds from donations and trusts and a local city sales tax. It is expected that the library budget will fully fund all services and materials. No services will be offered that cannot be fully supported by the budget. However, there are limits to what can be provided with budgeted funds. The Board of Trustees has determined that some services are done on a cost basis, passing the cost of these expanded services on to the user. Fees are established and charged when the service clearly benefits an individual user, prevents reuse of materials, or requires extraordinary staff time to provide, e.g., printouts from library databases, creating documents or flyers, purchase of USB storage drives, etc. Copies, faxes, scans and notary public documents also have fees.


Fees will be reviewed and established by the Caruthersville Public Library Board of Trustees annually and a schedule of fees will be posted on the library’s website and at the circulation desk.
