LIBRARY PROGRAMS

Programs are an extension of the services provided by Caruthersville Public Library and programs are offered for citizens of all ages. Programs are defined as a planned activity or event that may be developed and presented by library staff or may be co-sponsored by the library and other community organizations. Library programs are open to the public without charge.
Library staff will present story time programs on a regular schedule throughout the year. Other programs for children and young adults will be planned, staff time and budget permitting, during school holidays and summer vacations. Each year the library director will establish a budget for purchasing materials to support children’s programming.

Programs for adults may be scheduled throughout the year as interest warrants. Speakers from community groups and businesses may be invited to present programs on topics of general interest or of a timely nature. No funds are budgeted to pay speakers or performers, although gifts and grant funds may provide funds. Presenters may not directly solicit business before, during, or following a program, although cards and brochures may be left on the display table for attendees to pick up. Fees will only be charged for the price of an item purchased for use during a program (i.e. “Teddy Bear’s Picnic, crafting items to create a project, etc.)
Library programs are generally open to anyone wishing to attend. If space restrictions or program requirements limit the number of people who may attend, advance reservations will be made on the library’s website. Persons attending library sponsored or cosponsored programs are expected to adhere to the library’s policies on patron conduct.

By separate action, and reaffirmed herein, Caruthersville Public Library has endorsed the American Library Association’s Library Bill of Rights and its interpretation, “Library-Initiated Programs as a Resource.”
