POLITICAL ACTIVITIES BY EMPLOYEES

Employees may engage in political activities on their own time. However, the City of Caruthersville and Caruthersville Public Library limits the employees’ right to express their political opinion during work hours or as a representative of the library. Prohibited activities include, but are not limited to, wearing campaign or political buttons, distributing campaign or political literature except as permitted in the library’s policy on “Distribution of Free Materials,” and expressing political opinions while on work time. T-shirts or other attire that promote a particular political issue, person, or cause are not appropriate (see also “Dress Code”). Bumper stickers may not be applied to library property or library vehicles unless specifically approved by the library director.
