RECIPROCAL BORROWING PRIVILEGES
Recognizing that no library collection can meet all of the informational, recreational, or educational needs of members of its community, Caruthersville Public Library enters into agreements with other libraries in the Missouri Evergreen consortium to expand the range of materials available to our citizens. Reciprocal borrowing privileges may be extended to patrons of any library that extends privileges to residents of Caruthersville, MO and Pemiscot County. Reciprocal borrowing agreements must be approved by the Caruthersville Public Library Board of Trustees. Residents of Caruthersville and Pemiscot County may request a current list of libraries with which reciprocal borrowing agreements exist. Due to differences in borrower registration procedures and circulation systems, borrowers may be required to register with the lending library but any nonresident fees will be waived. Privileges will not be extended, or may be limited, to persons who have lost library privileges in their own home library because of overdue materials, unpaid fines, or other unresolved problems.
